Differentiation in Classroom

-PBLs – students can go deeper if they are capable/interested

-Math classes – faster pace, deeper thinking

-Reading Groups – more reflection

-WIN (What I Need) – going forward will happen K-8, still working through how that will work, can be a time that the kids go to work with Elizabeth Hanson in GT, others can get help in different academic areas, can also address social/emotional needs

ALP Identification (Advanced Learning Plan)

-most commonly through academic assessments (COGATs)

-Bradford is one of two or three schools in the district that are testing in K, State requirement is testing in 2nd grade, but Bradford thinks that identifying early is important so that those kids don’t lose those skills. Most common path to ALP is two of three data points – 1.95% or above score on COGAT 2.MAP scores – two scores of 95% or higher within a year in the same subject 3. Last data point trigger is SIG (?) – do they ask questions, push for more information, etc. looking at how the child is in class 

-ALP builds two goals with student, do not have to be related to the area that they qualified for the ALP in
Elizabeth Hanson – GT at the South Campus, more of a “mindful vs mind full” approach - see slides
Holly Shapeta – GT at the North Campus – more of an academic focus – see slides
Check out Jeffco pages linked in the slides  - summer camps, book studies, etc.

Having both academic and affective goals at both schools on the ALP should hopefully allow teachers to better serve those kiddos. Currently we have one goal/student and the younger grades usually focus on affective goals and the older grade have more academic goals. At the Primary, they are reviewing and reflecting on their goals every month.
Bradford is NOT a GT center, and we have to consider the needs of ALL children. However, Bradford does have a lot more available to our GT students because of money raised by PTA.
